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FULLY-FUNDED AHRC COLLABORATIVE DOCTORAL STUDENTSHIP 

International networks and cosmopolitan science: Geographical Societies and Greenland, c.1880 to 1939
Applications are invited for an AHRC-funded Collaborative Doctoral Award (CDA), supervised jointly at the University of Oxford and the Royal Geographical Society (with IBG). The DPhil/PhD studentship is one of three awards being made by the AHRC Collaborative Doctoral Partnership between the RGS-IBG and the Royal Society, London. The project is full-time, funded for three years and begins in October 2015. It will be supervised by Associate Professors Richard Powell and Beth Greenhough (Oxford) and Dr Catherine Souch (RGS-IBG). 
The Studentship

This project investigates international networks of geographical science about Greenland, c.1880-1939.  Working in the the archives of the Royal Geographical Society, London, the research will involve consultation of maps, archives, correspondence and other collections.  Archival work may also be required at the Royal Society, London and at other UK collections, such as at the Scott Polar Research Institute and the Oxford Museum of Natural History, as well as at relevant repositories in Copenhagen and Nuuk.  The DPhil/PhD student will examine the ways that British and other geographical institutions, particularly the Royal Geographical Society, facilitated the establishment of a global scientific network concerned with Greenland.  The emergence of this early twentieth-century ‘international’ vision of Greenland has been neglected amongst other dominant narratives about colonialism, political competition and indigenous self-determination.  As Greenland moves towards political independence today, the legacies of these international visions remain important. The research will make a significant contribution to debates in historical geography, history of science, imperial history and Arctic historiography, as well as facilitating connections between scholars in Britain, Denmark and Greenland. 
How to Apply

Applicants should have a good undergraduate degree in geography, history, anthropology, history of science or other cognate discipline, and will normally possess a Masters degree or equivalent research training. Applicants will also need to satisfy AHRC eligibility requirements as set out on the Training Grant Funding Guide 2014-15 (see AHRC website).
